Once you cross the Mississippi River, you’re likely to see more construction 
signs ahead. Our work on the I-40 Retrofit project is progressing very well. 
Located next to the Memphis Pyramid, this project has a tight schedule. 
We’ll work all winter long due to the fact that the project is completely ac-
cessible on asphalt or concrete. 

Moving on to Collierville, Rossville and Maury County, TN, you’ll see that 
bridges are being built and box culverts are being completed for roadways 
and tracks that will have traffic on them very soon.

Message From the CEO New Work 

Hill Brothers will be performing as the major Subcontractor on the 
Kissimmee River Restoration, Reaches 2 and 3 Oxbow Excavation  
located in Okeechobee and Highlands Counties, Florida.  This project 
was awarded by the USACE, Jacksonville District based upon a techni-
cally acceptable proposal and price that provided the Best Value to the 
Government. 
 

HBCC teamed with Babcock Construction Co., Inc. who obtained the 
contract award.  Hill Brothers’ had gained tremendous knowledge of 
this area in Florida when 
performing a previous 
subcontract for the Reach 
4 Backfill of the Kissim-
mee River Restoration in 
2007.  This project will 
restore Reaches 2 and 3 
where the channel was 
eliminated by the place-
ment of excavated mate-
rial.  The historic channel will be excavated to re-connect existing river 
remnants in an effort to duplicate the original meandering pattern.  
The total distance of the historic channel excavation is approximately 
14,900 linear feet.  Reach 2 will consist of the excavation of 7,500 LF 
north of US-98, and Reach 3 will consist of 7,400 LF of excavation 
South of US-98. The total excavation will be approximately 780,000 
cubic yards.  HBCC expects to begin construction on this project in 
November.    
 

In September, HBCC was also awarded and began construction work 
on a new contract with Watco Companies, the Dore Siding Extension.  
This project is located in Dore, North Dakota and consists of a multi-
track unloading facility that includes 12 tracks with a combined 19,000

How To Protect Yourself During Flu Season 
-  Get a Vaccination, the most important way to prevent spread of the flu.  
-  Stay at home if you are sick. The HHS/CDC recommends that workers 
who have a fever and respiratory symptoms stay at home until 24 hours 
after their fever ends (100 degrees Fahrenheit [37.8 degrees Celsius] or 
lower), without the use of medication. Not everyone who has the flu will 
have a fever. Other symptoms could include a runny nose, body aches, 
headache, tiredness, diarrhea, or vomiting. 
-  Wash your hands frequently with soap and water for 20 seconds; use an 
alcohol-based hand rub if soap and water are not available. 
-  Avoid touching your nose, mouth, and eyes. 
-  Cover your coughs and sneezes with a tissue, or cough and sneeze into 
your upper sleeve(s). Throw tissues into a "no-touch" wastebasket. 
-  Clean your hands after coughing, sneezing, or blowing your nose. 
-  Keep frequently touched common surfaces (e.g., telephones, computer 
equipment, etc.) clean. 
-  Try not to use a coworker's phone, desk, office, computer, or other work 
tools and equipment. If you must use a coworker’s equipment, consider 
cleaning it first with a disinfectant. 
-  Avoid shaking hands or coming in close contact with co-
workers and others who may be ill. 
-  Stay in shape. Eat a healthy diet. Get plenty of rest, exer-
cise, and relaxation.   
-  Speak with your doctor and find out if you are in a high 
risk category for seasonal flu (e.g., pregnant women, per-
sons with asthma, etc.).
